Spondon Priorities

At the latest Spondon Neighbourhood forum held on 28th November 2012, the following priorities were agreed collectively by the Police, Council and members of the community;
1) Auto crime and Dwelling Burglaries
Burglary dwellings reported to police
01/11/2012- 30/11/2012- We have had 6 Burglary dwellings reported in Spondon over the month of November. Three of these offences were attempt burglaries and the remaining three were via forcing a rear downstairs window. Items removed included electrical items and during two of the offences vehicles were taken with the keys stolen from the addresses.  One offender was disturbed by the occupant and ran off, getting into a vehicle. Spondon Safer Neighbourhood Team located the vehicle in a secluded car park in Derby City Centre and it was seized for forensic analysis. We are expecting to identify offenders from this vehicle in order to track them down and bring them to justice. We have also made notable arrests as can be seen further in the report. 
01/10/2012- 31/10/2012-On Area DN05 Chaddesden/Spondon we have had 2 Burglary Dwellings reported.  One was via smashing a downstairs window and the second was an attempt burglary where the offender attempted to force a rear door. Two suspects were arrested on suspicion of these offences and are currently on police bail
01/09/12-30/09/2012 – On area DN05 Chaddesden/Spondon 9 dwelling burglaries have been reported this month which is an increase on the same period last year.  5 of these have been within Spondon.  4 were insecure and 1 forced entry with 2 offenders having been arrested.

Auto crime reported to the police
01/11/2012- 30/11/2012-We have had 11 theft from motor vehicle offence reported in Spondon over the month of November. Three of these offences were theft of number plates from vehicles. Four offences were against insecure vehicles and the remaining four offences were against insecure vehicles. Items removed included clothing, tools and small electrical items. Seven of these offences were on one night in the village. As a result of the increase officers from Spondon Safer neighbourhood Team and Roe Farm increased night time plain clothed patrols, under operation Eason, and have had some great success as outlined later in the beat report
01/10/2012- 31/10/2012- We have had 10 theft from motor vehicle offences reported in Spondon over the month of October. Two of these offences involved the removal or catalytic converters from vehicles, one was a theft of two wheels from the vehicle, but the remaining 7 offences were all committed against insecure vehicles, where opportunistic offenders have tried car door handles and been successful. 

01/09/2012-30/09/2012 – Within the area DN05 Chaddesden/Spondon 7 crimes reported which is a 63.2% reduction on the same period last year.  4 of the reported crimes are within the Spondon area.  2 vehicles have had items removed from the outside.  1 vehicle was forced open by breaking the locks and removing items within and the 4th was insecure where a sat-nav was stolen from inside.  Spondon SNT are still raising awareness within the community regarding insecure vehicles and advice re not leaving items in view in the vehicle.  
2) Antisocial Behaviour Edmund Road/ Borrowfield Road
Incidents reported to police plus 200metres 
01/11/2012- 30/11/2012- We have had no calls for service with regards to ASB within 200m of Edmund Road, Borrowfield Road in the month of November. It may be that if this continues throughout December we change this priority or downgrade it to an issue.
01/10/2012- 31/10/2012- We have received 5 calls for service with regards to ASB within 200metres of Edmund Road, Borrowfield Road in the month of October, 
which have been about kids knocking on doors, setting a small grass fire at the Asterdale Club, arguing on the street, and riding around on mini-moto bikes. 

01/09/2012- 31/09/2012- We have had 3 calls for service with regards to ASB within 200metres of Edmund Road in September. These have included kids banging on doors, and a young person walking through someone’s garden.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                              
3) Anti Social Behaviour on Chapel Side/ Sitwell Street
Incidents reported to police plus 200metres

01/11/2012- 30/11/2012-We have received 8 calls for service for ASB in and around the area of Chapel Side. The majority of these incidents have involved rowdy groups of youths, drinking and being a general nuisance, intimidating people wit the presence. 

Officers have attended incidents reported by people at the location, and dealt with the youths accordingly. There has been an increase in the groups congregating along Strathaven court, so this has been more vigorously patrolled.

01/10/2012-31/10/2012- We have received 9 calls for service for ASB in and around the area of Chapel Side. These have mainly included groups of youths on the precinct, groups of youths to the rear of the Conservative Club. Officers have attended these incidents when they have been reported and dealt with youths positively. Towards the end of October we went out with other agencies from an alcohol intervention project. This was very successful and we seized a quantity of alcohol, submitted ASB referrals and even seized a car!
01/09/2012 – 30/09/2012 – We have received 10 calls for service for anti social behaviour in and around the Chapel Side area.  The calls are mainly for large groups of youths congregating around the shops and at the rear of the shops.   Patrols have been increased in this area.  3 weekends have been planned for officers from SNT and other agencies for an alcohol intervention project to try and educate the young people regarding their underage drinking and their behaviour in the area.  
Anti-Social Behaviour in General:-
During November the Spondon Safer Neighbourhood team made referrals to the Anti Social Behaviour Team. Over the last three months we have submitted a total of 21 referrals. Anti Social Behaviour in Spondon has been at a general low for all areas of Spondon, but appears to be increasing.  As a result Spondon SNT continues to patrol areas which have been identified as potential problem areas and continue to submit ASB referrals when appropriate.  
The current figures show that the following offences have all fallen in numbers compared to the same point last year:

Violence offences with injury
Robbery

Drug offences

Non Dwelling burglary
The following have risen slightly so will receive greater attention from us:

Dwelling burglary 
Auto crime
Local shops in Spondon have been spoken to regarding their policies towards shop lifters.  Further work will be carried out with staff at the shop to try and reduce the number of shop thefts.  
Events/Operations:-
Operation Eason is continuing in Spondon to tackle auto crime in the local area with high visibility deterrent patrols and covert patrols to detect and arrest offenders. This has even included Patrolling Spondon on mountain bikes in the early hours of the morning as we are determined to catch criminals in the act. Nominals seen in the early hours in Spondon are stopped and searched and positive action is taken where offences have been committed.  
Spondon Safer Neighbourhood Team are liaising with shops on Chapelside and Neighbourhood board regarding solutions to the increasing anti social behaviour issues. 
Spondon Safer Neighbourhood Team have also been out with our Speedwatch equipment targeting speeding vehicles in the area of Locko Road, Dale Road and Sandringham Road, Spondon.
Notable Arrests/ Detections
Over the month of November, Spondon Safer Neighbourhood Team have made numerous notable arrests. 
Two males were arrested following attempt burglaries in the early hours in Spondon. They were caught by diligent officers on Operation Eason which is our policing response to an increase in auto crime and burglaries in Spondon. They have been charged with the offences and are currently in prison and remand awaiting a court appearance. 
Two males were also arrested on suspicion of theft, when they were found in suspicious circumstances in the early hours of the morning in Spondon. Several valuable tools were found near to them and they are currently on police bail pending further enquiries. 

Two youths were arrested on suspicion of criminal damage to several vehicles in Spondon, they were arrested a few minutes after the offence, and were dealt with by Spondon SNT. They have been bailed for further enquiries, but we anticipate a positive result from the investigation. 
Whilst we were patrolling the Spondon Lights Switch on, we dealt with a group of youths congregating on the Precinct, Chapel Side, one of the group of youths was identified as being responsible for stealing some lager, and was subsequently arrested for the offence. He admitted stealing the lager and will receive a reprimand for the offence. 
Upcoming:-
The next Police surgery will be held on 03/12/12 between 1700-1900. This will be held at The Library, Sitwell Street.
Ozbox is Starting up in Spondon on 5th December at Spondon Village Hall. 

Ozbox is a police initiative to engage young people in boxing training (non contact). The neighbourhood board have financed the hall and the police are staffing the event. This allows the police to engage with the young community of Spondon and shows them that we are not nasty, but willing to help the young people to be neighbourly. We are looking for members of the community to become involved as trainers for the event as we want the whole of the community to be involved. 

We will be continuing the use of our Speed-watch equipment in areas which have been identified by members of the community. These areas included Locko Road, Dale Road, and Sandringham Road, we will be checking speeds of vehicles and dealing with drivers who are found to be committing road traffic offences. 
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
